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Slovenskd posta, a. s., programovo podporuje nielen zdujem mlad}'/ch T'udf o zbieranie postovych znamok, ale aj ich d&ast pri pripra-
ve vytvarnych ndvrhov poStovych zndmok vo forme siitazi. Aj emisia k Medzindrodnému dfiu detf (MDD) sa vyberala z celoslovenskej
sdt’aZe Studentov 20. strednych umeleckych $kol (SUS) do ktorej sa prihldsilo ale 5 §kél s 28 individudlnymi ndvrhmi. Sut'az pre deti
Strednych umeleckych kol iniciovali pedagégovia SUS v Ruzomberku potas o XXVIL. Dni filatelie Slovenska v roku 2010, pocas kto-
rych boli prezentované vysledky sit'aze Skolskych pric tykajicich sa ndvrhov postovych zndmok. Dorucené diela vyhodnotila Realizatnd
komisia zndmkovej tvorby SP, a. s., podl'a viacerych kritérii. Doraz nebol kladeny len na kompoziciu, vytvarni droven a kreativitu, ale
aj na origindlne spracovanie témy a vhodnost’ motivu za ti¢elom vydania poStovej znamky s personalizovanym kupénom. V kategérii
vytvarny navrh zndmky zvitazila Radka Hudokovéd zo SUS Ladislava Bielika v Leviciach, ktorej farebnd kresba torty so zapdlenymi
svieckami symbolizuje nielen oslavu spojent so sviatkom MDD, ale zdrover je aj vhodnym motivom pre zndmku uréent na blahozela-
nia. V kategérii FDC a Cartes maximum (CM) uspela Ivana Javornikovd zo Stikromnej SUS dizajnu v Bratislave s origindlnym ndvrhom
zaloZenym na kompozicii farebnych figiir réznych zvieratiek, vytdrajiicich na CM skratku sviatku MDD. Na FDC pe€iatku bolo nako-
niec vybrané dielo Petry Mihalechovej zo Stikromnej SUS dizajnu v Bratislave stvériujiice detské obliibené zviera — macku.

Povod sviatku MDD sa odvfja od Svetovej konferencie pre blaho detf, ktord sa konala vo Svajéiarsku v roku 1925. Na tejto
konferencii padol ndvrh aj na sldvenie MDD. U nds sa tento sviatok sldvi od r. 1952. Tento rok si preto pripominame 60. vyrogie tohto
sviatku na naSom tizem{. D6vodom, preco sa sviatok kond prave 1. jiina, je pravdepodobne spojeny s festivalom draich lodf, ktory v ame-
rickom San Franciscu zorganizoval ¢insky generdlny konzul pre tamojsie ¢inske siroty 1. jina 1925. Po druhej svetovej vojne sa stal
Jjednym z vyznamnych sviatkov oslavovangch najma v krajindch, ktoré boli pod sovietskym vplyvom. Ani toto privlastnenie totalitnym
rezimom mu vSak nijako neubliZilo a neubralo na doleZitosti. Aj u nds sa sviatok MDD tesi velkej oblube, a to najmi preto, Ze sa

v tento den v $kole vicSinou neskisa. -

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Slovenskd posta, a.s., in terms of the program supports not only interest of the young people in collecting postage stamps, but also their
participation in preparation of art designs of postage stamps in the form of contests.

Even the issue of International Children’s Day (ICD) was chosen from the national competition of students from twenty Secondary
Schools of Arts, five more schools with 28 unique designs joined the contest, as well. The competition for children of Secondary Schools of
Arts was initiated by teachers of Secondary School of Arts in RuZomberok during the 27* Philately Days in Slovakia in 2010, where the
results of school work contest on the design of postage stamps were presented. Submitted works were assessed by the Stamp Production
Committee of SP, a. s., according to various criteria. The emphasis was not put only on the composition, artistic level and creativity, but al-
so on the originality of the concept design and relevance of the motive with the purpose of issuing postage stamp with personalized coupon.
In the category of stamp art design, the winner is Radka Hudokové from Secondary School of Arts of Ladislav Bielik in Levice. Her color-
ful illustration of the cake with burning candles symbolizes not only the celebrations connected with the International Children’s Day, but it
is also an appropriate motive for a stamp for greeting cards. In the category FDC and Cartes Maximum (CM), the winner is Ivana Javornikovd
from Private Secondary Art School of Design, Bratislava. She presented unique design based on the composition of various multicolored an-
imal figures, creating an ICD abbreviation on the CM. The work of Petra Mihalechovd from Private Secondary Art School of Design,
Bratislava was finally chosen for the FDC stamp, representing children’s favorite animal — a cat.

The ICD holiday originated from a particular event, the World Conference for the Well-being of Children, which took place in
Switzerland in the 1925.To celebrate ICD, a proposal was presented at the Conference. In Slovakia, the holiday has been celebrated since
1952, This year we commemorate the 60th anniversary of ICD in our country. The reason why the holiday takes place on 1st of June is most
likely related to the Dragon Boat Festival organized by the Chinese general consul in San Francisco for the local Chinese orphans on 1st June
1925. After the World War II, it became one of the most celebrated holidays, mostly in the countries under the Soviet influence. Not even this
staining by the Communist regime lessened its popularity and importance. ICD is really popular in our country, mainly because teachers don’t
assess students on this day. «
