In the year 1949 a seven year old girl Jitka Samkova
from Czechoslovakia sent her drawing picture which
expressed her thanks for the help which UNICEF
offered to her village after the second world war. It
was sent to the director of United Nations Fund-
UNICEF. On the basis of this picture UNICEF started to
publish the series of the picture postcards since the
year 1949 to support the hungry children in Africa,
Asia and Latin America. Todays’ production of these
pictures represents 125 million pieces annualy.
The postcards with the emblem UNICEF, published
under the title ,,The World of Hope for Children”
represent the works of painters from different coun-
tries of the world. The illustrations express the par-
ticularities of the national cultures of single regional
parts.
On the occasion of 40-th anniversary of publishing
the postcards UNICEF — we have chosen the most
beautiful ones. The exhibition consists also from the
materials showing the activity of UNICEF on the
benetit ot children from the whole world and shows
to the visitors the history by the perspectives of the
activity of UNICEF.

So the exhibition with this aim is presented to our
public on the occasion of the 12-th Biennale of
illustrations-Bratislava BIB '89.

More than 40 countries showed its interest to our
exhibition and in the frame of publicity it will be
connected with the title BIB.
